The “gubala”

The Jews had a tradition of gathering in homes on the evening
of the Sabbath, where the "seder" was recited and then a
meal was shared

We believe that this tradition was taken up by Jesus, to make
the "qubala”, and that this was practiced in the early church

The Christians used to meet on Saturday evenings to share
the recitation of the Suarthaand then to share a meal
(shamitha.

The qubala prepares the hearts for the celebration of
Qurbana at sunrise on Sunday.

It is the deacons who are in charge of the qubala.

Stromates lll, 6,53, 1-3 (GCS, Clément d’Alexandrie 2, p. 220)

53, [1]... Paul, moreover, is not ashamed to mention in one of his letters his own
“(sister) companion", whom he did not take with him in order to be freer in his
ministry.

[2] In fact, he wrote in a letter: "Do we not also have the right to take with us a
woman, our sister, like the other apostles?" (1 Cor 9:5)

[3] The latter, as befitted their ministry, devoted themselves to preaching "without
distraction," taking women with them, not as wives, but as sistets assist them
in their ministry to the women who lived within their homes: it was through them
that the Lord's teaching was able to penetrate even into the homes of women.
without giving rise to calumny.

This tradition was lost very early in the West, with the
extinction of Hebrew-Christianity?

... and later in the East with the impossibility of qubaléunder
the Islamic yoke, even if the East has kept a tradition of
memorization that is much more alive and strong than the
West

We believe that these traditions can be put back in place with
profit

We are in the process of doing this for Christians of the Latin
rite, with a translation of the Pshytta: today, several hundred
memorizers

Is this perhaps something to be valued for Orientals in the
Diaspora?

We are convinced that in the face of the dictatorship of fluid
atheism (cf. Cardinal Sarah), it will not be possible to hold on
without these houses of memorization.
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But many other signs did Jesus before his
disciples: those are not written in this record;

But these are written, that (we) may believe

that Jeshu is the Meshicha, the Son of Aloha,
and that when (we) have believed (we) may

have in his name the life which is eternal
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
